   It might be interesting for participants and observers to know that when the United Nations 
changed the flags and put up new ones, they contacted the GEMUN Staff and offered to make a gift 
to the GEMUN Program of all the replaced flags – if we could use them in the GEMUN program 
General Session.
   We gratefully accepted the offer, and the flags were shipped to GEMUN Headquarters. They are 
all of highest quality and in very good condition. We now hang as many of them as possible on the 
stage for every GEMUN General Session. The flags on the stage at GEMUN once hung outside the 
actual United Nations complex in New York!
